Duffy was 

part of a listening session made 

up of 15 community members 

concerned with the issues of 

poverty in the United States and 

more importantly right here in 

Barron County.   

 

 

Community members voiced 

concerns with the barriers 

causing individuals to stay in 

poverty including the need to 

allow a slow decrease in  

assistance benefits (i.e. foodshare, 

badgercare) for people starting full 

time employment as well as the 

need for assistance to those 

waiting to receive disability. 

Duffy was all ears and had a 

positive and interactive dialogue 

with the group.  We all know that 

poverty is not a political issue ς it 

is everyoneΩs issue.   

As we strive to help people 

overcome the barriers we all must 

support ways to help those less 

fortunate then ourselves.

That is 40 more 

people taking care of themselves, feeding 

themselves, working for themselves.  

That is 40 less people than yesterday!
